Fund’s criteria and can progress for judging.

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When will your application be judged?

Following initial checks our internal team will review
applications from community organisations for
smaller projects, under £1,000. Our internal team
will approve or reject funding for these projects on a
monthly basis.

Applications for funding above £1,000 will go to our
judging panel for a final decision.

Our judging panel is a mixture of experts from across
the water industry, they will meet every quarter to
approve, or reject, applications.



Your
application

What happens
after judging?
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If your project has been successful we will send a
letter to let you know, and we’ll send our Community
Fund Application Agreement for you to sign. You’ll
need to sign and return the Agreement within
fourteen days. In the Agreement we will outline the
total Grant awarded and when you'll receive it.

We do not have an appeal process for unsuccessful
applications, and we don’t accept resubmissions
within the same year.
